I have an older sister, Tayli and my grandma is Francisca but everybody calls her "Kika".  I can't talk and I can't see either but I can hear and feel and I want you to know my story.





My mamá caught an infection before I was born.  It's the reason they tell women not to clean cat litter boxes when they're pregnant. Anyway that's what happened to me.  Besides not being able to see and speak, I have a lot of seizures.  But they give me medicine for that and it helps.  I take another medicine to help relax my muscles because they're always fired up. My head is small.  Actually all of me is small.  People would never believe that I am four years old!





My dad drives a big truck, hauling rock that they use to build roads. Grandma says that dad was quite a wild child, getting into trouble from hanging out with a bad crowd. But he met my mom when they were both working at a factory and he started to straighten up.  And when they had me- Grandma says that's when he really changed!





When we go places as a family I ride in a special chair.  I know that people look at me- probably because I'm so small and have that special chair- because I hear my dad ask "What are you looking at?  Have you seen enough?" People never say anything so I guess they just walk away.  But one day a man said, "Wow!  You must have really done something to be given THAT!" And I heard my dad say, "Yeah- and it must have been something really good because this is the treasure of my life!"  Then I felt his hand rubbing the top of my head.





My Grandma Kika and my mom bring me to the Santo Niño every Tuesday and Thursday. We ride in the big white van with all the other moms and kids. Sometimes the soldiers stop us but they let us go on when they see it's just us.  My favorite thing at Santo Niño is the Jacuzzi!  The water feels so good. It warms me up when it's cold outside and cools me down when it's hot.  It's almost as good as a swimming pool but my mom can't get in with me.  After my bath I get to eat the special food they bring for us.  I like the fruit best of all. Sometimes there's chocolate pudding! After I eat my grandma and the other moms do exercises with me. Even though I can't see them, I feel how much they love me.  I love them, too.  And I love you, too!
